AMENDMENTS TO THE CITY CHARTER TO BE HELD IN
CONJUNCTION WITH THE REGULAR CITY COUNCIL ELECTION ON
TUESDAY, THE 11 TH DAY OF MARCH, 2008; PROVIDING NOTICE
OF ELECTION; PROVIDING FOR BALLOTING AND ELECTION
PROCEDURES; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE CHARTER;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (6:30 pm time certain)

City Clerk Ward read the aforementioned Ordinance into the record; and
announced that the ordinance had been advertised for final reading in
Palm Beach Post, January 20, 2008. Further on RBTV channel 18.
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A motion was made by Councilperson Jackson, and seconded by
Councilperson Duncombe to approved Ordinance No. 3037 as read.

MOTION

The following members of the public made comments in regards to
Ordinance 3037:

Nora Mahoney, 2120 Broadway, wanted to know if transportation was
being provided to city hall for the workshops.

Fane Lozman, Riviera Beach Marina, spoke in opposition to the marina
being acknowledged as an amendment; and requested to stay the mayor's
suspension authority.

Bonnie Larson. W 27th Street, a charter review advisory board member,
stated the board had spend quality time in addressing concerns; however
she wanted to see public comment as of the amendments. She further
stated she had discontinued her tenure on the board and now had several
concerns

Willie Bentley, 3040 Lake Shore Dr. # 605, Chairperson of the Charter
Review Advisory Board, stated that the board had in excess of 20 open
public meetings, televised meetings, meetings on the telephone with
residents; the board had attended several community meetings and had
afforded the public opportunities to address concerns. He continued to
address the Mayor and City Council stating that the city clerk had
scheduled four Educational Workshops wherein the board would be
available to discuss with the residents any concerns they may have and
would also provide an explanation for each of the proposed amendments
to the charter. The educational workshops had been advertised for the
following dates: February 12, 19,26,2008 &March 4,·2008.

Lengthy discussion ensued amongst the mayor, council, board chair, and
staff.

Upon a roll call by City Clerk Ward the vote failed with Councilperson
Thomas, Chair pro tem Hubbard, Chairperson Lowe dissenting.

MOTION FAILED

A motion was made by Chair pro tem Hubbard and seconded by
Councilperson Thomas to approve Ordinance No. 3037 deleting
proposed ballot items No. 12 and 21.

MOTION
City Clerk Ward was asked to read the 2 items, she stated item 12, was to
repeal the authority of the mayor; and 21 was to terminate the civil service
to replace with a merit system.
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Attorney David Wolpin, the Charter Review Advisory Board attorney,
addressed the Mayor and City Council in regards to their concerns about
proposed ballot question No. 21 (Termination of Civil Service Board).

Attorney Wolpin, stated that several request had been introduced to the
board to eliminate the civil service board and to replace it with a city
approved merit system in line with what the majority of other cities has
done. He then stated however it could be a separate subject in the future
if council was not comfortable at the time. He then r stated that no time
would the employees not be protected, if the council placed this on the
ballot; that a transition would occur; and that the city may follow up by
preparing an ordinance to govern the merit system.

Chair of the Charter Review Advisory Board Willie Bentley, addressed
the concerns of the mayor regarding suspension authority. He stated the
board felt it was in direct conflict with the authority exercised by the city
manager, and that it could create a liability to the city, the board felt it was
an opportunity to allow the voters to make a choice on the item.

Councilperson Thomas, stated at this point he was in agreement of
leaving the item, place it on the ballot and allow the voters to choose;
therefore, he asked if Councilperson Hubbard would amend her motion to
delete item 12, he would allow his second to remain. Councilperson
Hubbard would not agree.

Councilperson Thomas withdrew his second from the previous motion.
Motion died for lack of a second.

A motion was made by Councilperson Jackson, and seconded by
Councilperson Thomas to approve Ordinance No. 3037 deleting ballot
Question No. 21.

Mayor Masters announced that he would make it known to the public
within five days if he would exercise his authority to veto the ballot
questions 12, and 21.

Upon a roll call vote by City Clerk Ward the vote was unanimous.

Dr. Deborah Robinson, School Board Representative District 7,
addressed the Mayor and City Council in regards to the School Board of
Palm Beach County and its efforts to assist the resident of Broadmoor with
financial assistance for relocating. She also advised the Mayor and City
Council that the School Board had a moral obligation to assist the
residents in relocating, and that a final decision would be made at an
upcoming meeting.

Joseph Sanchez, Chief of Facilities, addressed the Mayor and City
Council presenting them with a slide show on the conception, and
construction of the Triple M High School.

Letha Bowe, 1805 W Blue Heron Blvd. addressed the Mayor and City
Council encouraging them to financial assist the residents of Broadmoor
with relocating.

Mary Braham, 1564 W 9th Street, addressed the Mayor and City Council
encouraging them to analyze their decision, and look at the outcome for all
residents that reside in the city.

Brian Edward-Coulter, 1007 Centerstone Lane, addressed the Mayor
and City Council encouraging them to support homeownership for the
residents of Broadmoor.
