DISTRICT 4, SPECIAL ELECTION CONCERNING CHARTER AMENDMENTS
SUBMITTED TO THE ELECTORS PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 3037, AND CITY
CODE AMENDMENT INITIATIVE ORDINANCE SUBMITTED TO THE ELECTORS
PURSUANT TO INITIATIVE PETITION; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

City Clerk Ward read the aforementioned Resolutions into the record and stated the
following:

As a result of the City Council election that was held on March 11" 2008, a total of
2,079 votes were cast for Judy Davis and a total of 1,623 votes were cast for Norma
Duncombe.

As a result of the City Council election that was held on March 11™ 2008, a total of
2,303 votes were cast for Dawn Pardo and a total of 1,385 votes were cast for James
“Jim” Jackson.

As a result Judy Davis is the newly elected Councilperson for District 2.
As a result Dawn Pardo is the newly elected Councilperson for District 4.

Under Charter Amendments, 20 amendments were presented to the voters, 16 were
approved, and 4 were rejected. ' :

The amendment to the Code of Ordinances to amend Chapter 12 to include making it
unlawful for any person to appear in public wearing their pants below the waist, passed
with 2,687 voters approval.

City Clerk Ward informed the public that copies of Resolution 31-08 were available on
the information desk in the council chambers, or could be obtained from the Office of
the City Clerk between 8:30 a.m. and-5:00 p.m. Monday thru Friday.

RESULTS PURSUANT TO THE ELECTION RESULTS IS HEREBY FOUND

ADOPTED BY THE ELECTORS; THAT THE CITY CLERK AND PROPER OFFICERS
OF THE CITY ARE HEREBY AUTHORIZED TO IMPLEMENT THE RESOLUTION;
AND THE CITY CLERK IS AUTHORIZED TO CONFORM TO THE ELECTION
RETURNS AS SET FORTH AS THE FINAL TALLY REPORTED AND CONFIRMED
BY THE SUPERVISOR OF ELECTIONS; THAT THIS PROVISION OF THE
RESOLUTION BE DECLARED TO BE SEVERABLE; AND IF ANY SECTIONS,
SENTENCE, CLAUSE OR PHRASE OF THIS RESOLUTION SHALL FOR ANY
REASON BE HELD TO BE INVALID OR UNCONSTITUTIONAL, SUCH DECISION
SHOULD NOT AFFECT THE VALIDITY OF THE REMAINING SECTION,
SENTENCES, CLAUSE AND PHRASES OF THIS RESOLUTION, BUT IT SHALL
REMAIN IN EFFECT; IF BEING LEGISLATIVE INTENT THAT THIS RESOLUTION
SHALL STAND WITHOUT ANY PARTS. :
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City Clerk Ward informed the public that Resolution 31-08 in its entirety, once adopted,
was immediately effective at the current Canvassing Board meeting.

Thomas on March 19" 2008 to officially adopt Resolution 31-08, into the records of the
City of Riviera Beach. :
