Dear Mr. Sirmons,  
 
On behalf of the owner and application, we are excited to be presenting this new and exciting 
project to the City of Riviera Beach. The applicant, Safe Harbor Marinas, represents a 
significant business investment in your growing city. The group has acquired what was 
previously known as the “Rybovich Marine Facility” and several additional parcels to the north 
for operational expansion. The facility and parcels are located off Broadway Street corridor, 
five (5) blocks south of Blue Heron Boulevard, with water access to the intracoastal.  
 

Background 
The total site is roughly 21.8 acres, nearly 1 million square feet, and is located generally at 255 
E 22nd Ct, Riviera Beach, FL 33404. The future land use (FLU) of the area is a mix of 
Downtown Mixed Use and Working Waterfront. The existing zoning designation is Downtown 
Core, Downtown Residential and Downtown Marine. The FLU and Zoning work in tandem to 
create an area that is compatible with the surrounding parcels and the downtown vision of the 
city while also maintaining its flexibility in marine oriented development 
 
Through the acquisition of the Rybovich Marine Facility, Safe Harbor Marinas has also 
inherited the significant business and global customer base associated with the prior owner. 
Safe Harbor Marinas is fully committed to ensuring the superyacht repair industry remains and 
grows as a significant asset for the City of Riviera Beach, its downtown business district, and 
the surrounding working waterfront of complimentary marine industries. A large part of that 
commitment was recently demonstrated by Safe Harbor's announcement to make the Riviera 
Beach property their international superyacht headquarters.  
 
Safe Harbor Marinas, as the "applicant", is proposing a footprint of the existing facility that 
will include current operations, as well as the ability to absorb the entire upland operations of 
the former Rybovich facility in West Palm Beach. As a result, the City of Riviera Beach will 
become the international focal point as the largest superyacht repair facility in the United States 
and the beneficiary of the global recognition that will come with that exposure. 
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The total site is roughly 21.8 acres, nearly 1 million square feet. The future land use of the area 
is a mix of Downtown Mixed Use and Working Waterfront. The existing zoning designation 
is Downtown Core, Downtown Residential and Downtown Marine.  
 

Proposal 
The applicant’s expansion proposal targets the area from E 21st Street north to E 22nd Court, 
between Broadway Street in the west and Avenue B in the East. These two blocks are folded 
into the overall Safe Harbor Rybovich campus site plan and are expected to include additional 
marine service areas, maintenance buildings, a parking garage, and contractor buildings. The 
proposed construction will be entirely phased, as this will assist the Safe Harbor Marina in 
transitioning the West Palm Beach property, making sure all the necessary tools, shops and 
space is available to perform high quality super-yacht repair.   
 
The new, expanded campus boundary is designed to minimize the typically intense nature of 
marine industry. Along Broadway Street, the buildings reflect its commercial nature, with taller 
heights and increased setbacks and streetscapes. To the north, along E 22nd Court, care was 
taken to provide opaque screening and pedestrian oriented sidewalks, as to blend the transition 
to the residential neighborhood to the north. Great effort was put into reducing the overall 
height and scale of the proposed campus, as to reduce any potential concerns of over 
development and increased intensity. Similarly, the Safe Harbor Team recognizes the need to 
be functional and useable, especially in the large world of super yacht repair, and as such are 
quite pleased with the balance provided in the campus. 
 

Additional Requests 
As this expansion occurs, it is the request of the applicant to rezone portions of the overall site 
to remain contiguous and conforming with the adjacent districts and uses of the campus. As it 
exists today the site is primarily split between the Downtown Core (DC) and Downtown 
Marina (DM) zoning districts. The proposed rezoning would limit the Downtown Core area to 
the parcels located along Broadway Street, while most of the site is dedicated to Downtown 
Marine, for flexibility in site layout and yacht-repair oriented uses. A more detailed description 
and justification can be found under the Rezoning Application. 
 
There is a Roadway Abandonment Request that is going to be submitted as part of this 
application package.  The abandonment is to allow for the development of a complete site and 
retain access to a select few entry points.  
 
The following portions of public ROW are being requested to be abandoned:  

1) Avenue C 
2) 21st Street 
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A more detailed description and justification can be found under the abandonment application. 
Additionally, the applicant is requesting a variance to the open space requirements as detailed 
under the variation application submitted alongside the site plan.  
 

Land Use 
As it exists today, the land use for a majority of the parcels included within the expansion are 
marine oriented, including repair, storage and maintenance. The previous iterations of the 
marina built out much of the vacant and run-down single-family parcels included in proposed 
the expansion. As such, this expansion focuses on the redevelopment of those said parcels 
into a complete site plan, transitioning the block-separated facilities into an easily navigable 
interior layout.  
 
The land uses proposed within this submittal are all allowable by right per Section 31-
536(a)(3) and 31-536(e)(2), Use Regulations. The following table details the proposed uses 
and their respective zoning district:

Site Plan 

The expansion site consists of roughly 21.8 acres of dedicated marine services and marine 
service-related industries to meet the expected increase in demand for super yacht repair. The 
site is primarily located off Broadway to the west and E 22nd Court to the north. To the south 
is the Jim Barry Light Harbor Park and to the east is Avenue B and the Viking Yacht Service 
Facility. The proposed site is oriented internally and will have one primary access point from 
E 22nd Street heading east towards Avenue B. There is no formal public access from E 22nd 
Court however there will be an emergency access route from Avenue B that will be gated off. 
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Along Broadway E 20th Street is to become a private truck entrance; E 21st Street will be 
abandoned and gated; and E 22nd Street is the main entrance to site, equipped with a guard 
gate and turn around area. A proposed cut through “Avenue D” will exist just west of the 
guard gate connecting E 22nd Court and E 22nd Street that will allow the neighborhood access 
to the light at E 22nd Street without having to go into the site. 
 
Buildings 
There are a total of five buildings currently proposed, as well as a large boat storage and 
repair area. The buildings, as described above in the land use section, all are oriented to serve 
the Safe Harbor Marina, whether through maintenance and repair, office space or onsite 
parking. The property development regulations for each of the buildings are listed in the code 
requirements of Section 31-536; Table 31-536(a) and 31-536(f) Downtown Core 
Dimensional Requirements and Downtown Marine Requirements. The buildings meet all the 
setback and frontage requirements as detailed in the tables below:

Pedestrian Orientation:  
Although the Safe Harbor Marina is an inherently private and secure facility, design steps 
were taken to blend the accessibility around the site with the surrounding pedestrian 
amenities. Sidewalks have been expanded along Broadway, to 10 Feet, and E 22nd Court, to 6 
feet. The expanded sidewalk, alongside the proposed street trees and landscape, contributes 
to a safe and complete walking path. Pedestrians are encouraged to use this new portion of 
sidewalk rather than the side of the road or be near speeding vehicles along Broadway while 
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the shaded path will make it more accessible during the day. Connecting to this sidewalk to 
form a site network is a 6’ sidewalk along the south side of E 22nd Street. This section of 
sidewalk traverses the distance from Broadway to the parking garage and over to the marina 
facilities along Avenue B, providing a walkable alternative to employees and customers. As 
part of the closed campus facility, fencing will prevent access to the interior of the facility 
when walking down E 22nd Court. 
 
Ultimately, the design of the sidewalk around and into the site will set the precedent for 
future development along Broadway, E 22nd Street, and E 22nd Court by creating a new and 
walkable space for the area. 
 

Phasing 
The development of the site plan is detailed and broken out by four (4) separate phases so 
that construction can occur within the site without compromising the functionality. Phases 
are broken out as such:  
 
Phase 1: 
 

o Construct asphalt pad for buildings 04 and 05. 
o Construction of 8’ Masonry Wall Along E 22nd Court 
o Construct maintenance building 04 and associated infrastructure. 
o Transfer of General Storage from Areas between E 22nd Street and E 21st Street to the 

Asphalt Pads. 
o Construction of (3) Boat Upland Slips and Associated Utility Infrastructure and 

Perimeter Fence. 
o Construction of Improvements to the Temporary Landscape Buffer Zone located 

along Broadway. 
 
Phase 2:  
 

o Reconstruct E 22nd Street and Utility Infrastructure. 
o Construct Access Improvements to E 22nd Street. 
o Construct Avenue D. 
o Transition Avenue B from E 22nd Court to E 22nd Street to a 20’ wide one way lane.   
o Avenue C to be demolished in phase 2 for boat slip installation. Drainage connections 

between E 22nd Court and E 22nd Street to occur in Phase 2 and expand maintenance 
area pavement. Remove fences along Avenue C Right of Way and complete 
streetscape improvements along E 22nd Court 

o Construct sidewalk and landscape improvements along E 22nd Court, E 22nd Street 
and Avenue B Street frontage. 

o Construct utility infrastructure for parking garage and proposed boat slip use 
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o Paint new boat slip stripes. 
o Construct parking garage. 
o Construct ten (10) boat slips and associated utility infrastructure within the main 

upland area located between E 22nd Street and the existing boatyard. 
o Add trash compactors and dumpster for site use. 
o Connect Maintenance Building to new utility infrastructure. 
o Construct utility infrastructure for future Building (05). 
o Construct civic open space improvements. 

Phase 3: 
 

o Construct Building 05 and connect to new infrastructure. 
o Demolish existing maintenance and office building along Broadway. 
o Construct four (4) boat slips and associated utility infrastructure. 

 
Phase 4: 
 

o Construct Building 01 and associated utility infrastructure. 
o Construct Building 02 and associated utility infrastructure. 
o Finalize perimeter fence. 
o Construct the new Private Amenity and Crew Areas. 

 
Access 

Access to the site is provided through E 22nd Street for employees and public visitors with 
business in the facility. E 22nd Street is to remain public to provide an option for the residents 
and the business owners in the area to access the E 22nd Street light with little impact to their 
typical movement pattern. As a part of the ongoing efforts to work with the local 
neighborhood, the applicant recognizes that there is a concern of site traffic exiting the site 
via Avenue B and going north to the neighborhood. The applicant is proposing to turn the 
section of Avenue B from E 22nd Court to E 22nd Street into a one-way southbound lane 
which will limit an egress from the site. All employee and customer traffic will have to go 
down E 22nd Street to exit the site while still allowing the neighbors in the east part of the 
neighborhood access to the light without having to go down E 22nd Court.  
 
For large trucks accessing the site, there will be a gated entrance at the end of 20th street, just 
after buildings 1 and 2. This will be solely for large trucks needing access to the site and 
there will be signage that directs them to this access. The goal of the signage is to ultimately 
discourage any facility trucks from coming near E 22nd Street and ultimately 22nd Court by 
the residents. This will be an unmanned call-box gate. The gate will remain closed otherwise. 
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Parking 
Parking is provided primarily onsite via parking garage. The parking garage will accommodate 
496 spaces in five floors, with entrances off E 22nd Street and Avenue B. The parking structure 
is oriented towards the interior of the site and is fronting Avenue B, where the primary access 
is located. The garage will primarily serve the customers and employees of Safe Harbor 
Marinas. Buildings 01 and 02 will have an additional 37 parking spaces to be used only by the 
employees of those building.  
 
The applicant is thus required to provide 525 parking spaces on site due to the use demands 
and is providing 530 accordingly. The additional parking on site will serve to accommodate 
the shifting facility work from the West Palm Beach Facility. Although difficult to specifically 
calculate, it is expected that the parking garage will be more than sufficient for the demands of 
both facilities when merged. 
 

Landscape 
The landscape design has been primarily concentrated around areas of public engagement, 
specifically Broadway, E 22nd Street and Avenue B. The existing site, per Tree Disposition 
Plan, includes several native Cabbage Palms, Christmas Palms, Sabal Palms, Live Oaks, and 
Royal Palm species. There are also several non-native species that were prescribed to be 
removed. In total, 146 trees and 289 palms were removed to allow for a cleaned interior boat 
storage area. 8 Trees and 16 palms were protected and set to remain on site as is. The 
replacement plant schedule includes Florida Friendly landscape materials, planted and 
oriented towards the boundary of the site. 
 
Specific landscape design along each front of roadway as per the code regulations of Sections 
29-65(c), 31-539(e), and 31-608(c). 
 
 
Broadway: 
This section is characterized primarily by the 12’ setback with the 10’ sidewalk and tree 
grates. A fence made opaque with a 36” clusia hedge, will connect the office and contractor 
buildings to the boat area in the rear and provide a screen to the boats from the public right of 
way. Street trees have been planted at spaced intervals, within tree grates located in the 10’ 
sidewalk. These are all yellow elder trees, a species of flowering tree that produces great 
shade opportunities and meets FPL right tree right place offsets from overhead wires. 
Between the sidewalk and the buildings are 3 tiers of shrubs with Silver Button Woods and 
Thatch Palms for an aesthetically attractive looking “South Florida” palette. There are some 
additional plantings on the sides of the two buildings as well as in the rear however the 
applicant requests that staff be considerate to the lack of tree plantings in the parking islands 
located behind buildings 01 and 02. The concern is that any tree close to the fence behind the 
yachts could potentially cause damage to the yachts during in-climate weather. In lieu of the 
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trees, the parking islands will still contain sod, low groundcovers, or shrubs and remain in a 
functional role for separating parking. 
 
A new phase of landscape has been provided which is to be placed along Broadway Street 
during the initial phasing of the plan. This buffer, which is 20’ wide from the back of 
sidewalk, is intended to buffer the open site along Broadway while the internal 
redevelopment occurs. This is until such time as buildings 01 and 02 are ready to be 
constructed and become the buffer necessary for Broadway. The planting pallet is like the 
section that is expected to be there upon finalization and includes a White Iron Rod fence. 
 
E 22nd Court:   
The landscape along this section has been oriented towards the residential area to the north, 
providing transitionary screening and accessible walk paths for residents to use. Where 
previously there are was no sidewalk along the south side, the Safe Harbor Marina is 
proposing a 6-foot sidewalk, with an 6-foot buffer for Street trees and plantings adjacent to 
the road. These plantings include a variety of trees such as Cabbage Palms, Dahoon Holly, 
Silver Buttonwood and two tiers of shrubs which provide a secondary buffer to the buildings 
along the boundary of the property. Behind the sidewalk is a 8’ Masonry Wall per the 
screening requirements of section 31-536(e)(4), which is covered by an additional 36” clusia 
hedge for complete screening requirements. 
 
E 22nd Street: 
The landscape along E 22nd Street is limited as most of the road is internal to the side. The 
applicant is providing a 5’ landscape area on each side of the right of way that includes 
typical shrub and bush patterns with the occasional double palm. This mimics the landscape 
design of existing 21st street as currently it exists in a similar ownership situation.  
 

Architecture 

Buildings 1 + 2 – Offices, Warehouse, and Workshops 
 
The proposed construction includes two buildings (Buildings 1 + 2) fronting Broadway that 
will be used for offices and workshop space.  The buildings are 3 stories in height with a taller 
ground floor height. The buildings have been designed in a modern style incorporating areas 
of glass and metal panels set within white stucco or pre-cast finish with reveal lines to provide 
façade articulation on the west along Broadway.  Corner elements of glass and metal will be 
visible landmarks for both pedestrians and vehicles traveling on Broadway.  
 
Building 1 is proposed to be 13,000 sf in footprint area.  The second floor will be partially 
mezzanine so the total square footage may range up to 47,000 sf.  Building 2 is 14,200 sf in 
footprint and may also be partially mezzanine for the second-floor level. Total building area 
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may be up to 49,200 sf. The east façade facing into the property will have overhead bay doors 
opening to an asphalt drive and parking area for access.  North and south facades of both 
buildings will continue the reveal lines of the west facades with minimal glass openings. 
 
Building 4 – Material Storage 
 
Building 4 will be located on the north side of the property and will not be visible from 22nd 
Court beyond the landscaping and site wall.  The building will be a tent-like structure like those 
existing on the site roughly 5,575 SF in size.  The white tent material gives the appearance of 
a building structure.  The structure will house metal Conex boxes (containers) for storage of 
materials. 
 
Building 5 – Warehouse and Workshops 
 
Building 5 is proposed new construction to the east of Building 4.  The building will be 14,400 
sf of warehouse and workshop space. It will be a one-story building with increased height to 
potentially include a mezzanine within the shops.  Building 5 will be concrete block or tilt-
wall construction with stucco finish. 
 
Parking Structure 
 
A parking garage is proposed at the southwest corner of E 22nd Street and Avenue B. The 
original plan had placed the parking garage at the property line however the facility staff and 
ownership felt that, after meeting with the neighborhood, setting back the garage to the internal 
of the site would make more sense for all parties involved. This streamlines access from the 
only access point off E 22nd Street and limits the overall impact of the heigh of the parking 
garage. Appropriate wall and landscape buffers have been provided along E 22nd Court which 
limit the eye-level visibility of the parking garage. Renderings have been provided which show 
the limited public impact the structure would having been setback nearly 150’ from the 
surrounding neighborhood. 
 
 A projecting eyebrow element above the storefront gives definition and façade articulation to 
the street front. The garage will accommodate up to 496 cars within a structure that is 4 stories 
in height.  The open rooftop level is also utilized for parking.  Parapet and knee walls at each 
level will shield vehicle headlights from view.  The upper levels of the facades on the west, 
north, and east will include perforated or metal mesh “Sail” elements.  While primarily 
aesthetic, the “Sails” provide additional screening of the garage in keeping with the marine and 
yacht industry. 
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The southeast stair tower of the garage will be topped with a yardarm style flagpole with three 
flags including a large American Flag.  The flags will provide a visual landmark from the 
Intracoastal Waterway.

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Community Business Outreach 

In response to the Planning and Zoning mee�ng of March 2023, Eric Hruska with Safe Harbor conducted 
a personal, one-on-one outreach to the businesses on Broadway who thought they were part of the site 
plan submital, which they were not, only an incorrect PCN being listed as one of the site plan 
atachments.  

Mr. Hruska met with each business, except for one (locksmith has not been present or available). Below 
are the results of the mee�ngs to date. 

 

1. On April 12, 2023, I met with Michael and Nora Mahoney of Dee’s Tee’s, 2120 Broadway, Rivera 
Beach at their loca�on. We discussed the PCN concern and basic site plan. They only had a copy 
of the old Affidavit, which did in fact, have their PCN listed. I assured them that the mistake has 
been corrected and provided them a copy of the Safe Harbor boundary depic�on from the site 
plan presenta�on, clearly indica�ng their property was outside of the Safe Harbor property 
boundary. 

 

2. On April 7, 2023, I met with Raymond Gilbert of Shell World, 2100 Broadway, Riviera Beach at 
their loca�on. We discussed the PCN concern and basic site plan. He stated he knew it to be a 
mix up and understands. I assured him that the mistake has been corrected and provided him a 
copy of the Safe Harbor boundary depic�on from the site plan presenta�on, clearly indica�ng his 
property was outside of the Safe Harbor property boundary.

Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. has prepared a traffic statement of the above-referenced project. The site
is located on the east side of Broadway just north of 19th Street and south of 22nd Court in Riviera Beach,
Florida (shown in Figure 1). No credit was taken for the existing development, and the site is proposed to
be developed into a total of 38 boat berths, 81,798 square feet of light industrial, and 64,090 square feet of
general office. The foregoing analysis determines the number of AM and PM peak hour trips that will be
generated from the proposed development. Figure 1 also illustrates the assumed project traffic distribution
based on proximity to major roadways and existing roadway geometry.

The parcel control numbers for the site are summarized below:

The site is wholly located within the City of Riviera Beach Transportation Concurrency Exception Area
(TCEA), which exempts the site from the capacity analysis requirements of the County’s Traffic
Performance Standards (TPS) as defined in Article 12 of the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development
Code (ULDC). Therefore, the following traffic statement has been prepared in accordance with the
requirements applicable to properties located in the City of Riviera Beach TCEA.

TRIP GENERATION DETERMINATION
A trip generation determination was prepared to determine the potential impacts of the proposed
development. Rates and equations published by the Palm Beach County based on the Institute of
Transportation Engineers (ITE) in the Trip Generation Manual, 11th Edition, were used to determine the
trips generated by the proposed land use. Palm Beach County does not publish trip generation rates for
Marina (Land Use 420), therefore rates and equations published from ITE were used for this land use.
Table 1 below summarizes the trip generation calculations for this project.

As shown in Table 1, redevelopment of the proposed site results in an increase of 1,075 net new external
daily trips, an increase in 145 net new external weekday AM peak hour trip (+126 inbound, +19 outbound),
and an increase in 139 new external weekday PM peak hour trips (+25 inbound, +114 outbound).

Based on the traffic generation for this site, it was determined that the radius of developmental influence
for this project is 2-miles. The project traffic was added to links within the radius of developmental influence
to determine if any links are expected to be significantly impacted. Table 2 and Table 3 summarize the AM
peak hour and PM peak hour significance analysis, respectively.

Access to the site is proposed to be maintained via Broadway. Figure 2 illustrates the future total driveway
volumes generated by the proposed development during the AM and PM peak hours.

According to Section 300 of the Palm Beach County Design Standards Manual, it is necessary to classify
project entrances that provide access to the local roadway network as minor, intermediate, or major
according to the following criteria:

 Minor – Provides services for a maximum average daily traffic of 500 vehicles.
 Intermediate – Provides services for a maximum average daily traffic from 501 to 2,000 vehicles.
 Major – Provides service for a maximum average daily traffic greater than 2,000 vehicles.

Based on these criteria the driveways are classified as follows:

 Driveway 1: Full access (Minor)
 Driveway 2: Full access – Garage Driveway (Intermediate)
 Driveway 3: Full access – Garage Driveway (Minor)

The driveway volumes were compared to the thresholds identified by the Palm Beach County Land
Development Division to determine the turn lane requirements of the site’s driveways. Section 300 of the
Design Standards Manual identifies the threshold for installation of a right-turn lane as 75 or more inbound
peak hour right-turning vehicles where street average daily traffic volumes exceed 10,000 vehicles per day
and the threshold for a left-turn as 30 or more inbound peak hour left-turning vehicles. Figure 2 illustrates
the driveway volumes at each of the project driveways. The right turn threshold for an exclusive turn lane
is exceeded at driveway 2, but due to 22nd Street being under the jurisdiction of the City, no exclusive turn
lanes are required.

As requested by the City of Riviera Beach the driveway connections on Broadway were further analyzed to
determine the 95th percentile queues at each of the driveways. The Future Year AM peak hour analysis
results indicated that the queue storage at each of the driveway locations is sufficient to accommodate the
future queues. The Future Year PM peak hour analysis results indicated that the queue storage at each of
the driveway locations will be sufficient to accommodate the future queues with the exception of the
westbound left turn movement at the intersection of 22nd Street & Broadway. The Synchro analysis indicated
that the expected 95th percentile queue at this location will be 167 feet and there is approximately 100 feet
of storage area between the stop bar and the parking lot. There is additional queue storage located east of
the parking lot drive aisle to accommodate additional queue. To mitigate the impact of the queue for
residents to the north it is recommended to stripe the effective intersection area of 22nd Street and the
parking drive aisle with “Do not block intersection” road striping. Furthermore, Synchro analysis results are
included in the Appendix for reference.
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CONCLUSION
The foregoing statement quantifies the traffic generated by the proposed development. As noted, the project
site is located within both the City of West Palm Beach TCEA and the Palm Beach County CREA as defined
in Article 12 of the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code (ULDC). Therefore, the project is
exempt from detailed capacity analysis requirements of the County’s Traffic Performance Standards (TPS)
as defined in Article 12 of the ULDC.

As is required in Article 12 of the ULDC, traffic assignment has been shown on the roadways within the
project’s Radius of Development Influence (RDI) of two miles and driveway volumes have been calculated.
Volumes at the project’s driveways have also been calculated and are shown in this report.

It is recommended to stripe the asphalt at the intersection of 22nd Street and the parking aisle (approximately
100 feet east of Broadway) with “Do not block intersection” striping.

The applicant is writing to propose the required civic open space per Section 31-538 
of the Land Development Code, is being proposed offsite as provided in the 
regulations.  Per (a)2, the civic open space may be provided off site.  Per City 
Council Resolution 104-21, the property designated for the future City Hall directly 
across Broadway is the proposed location for the Civic Open Space. The site plan 
for the future City Hall project has not been completed, and this proposal will provide 
the funding for the City construct the Civic Open Space allowing the City to complete 
a final design and complete construction at the appropriate time.   

In order to facilitate this proposal, Safe Harbor Marinas (SHM) has created a 
breakout table addressing all the code required amenities and plantings that would 
have been required on site if the civic open space were to exist. SHM intends to 
provide a fee to the City of Riviera Beach in preparation for the eventual city hall 
redevelopment.  

The table below indicates the square footage calculations:

(5% of 968,320 SF Site) 
 

The Civic Open Space requirement was pulled from Section 31-538(a)(1) – Civic 
Open Spaces which states:  
 
(1)   Amount. On sites one acre or more in size, new buildings or additions of gross floor 
area equal to 20 percent or more to existing buildings, shall provide at least five percent of 
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the size of the site as a civic open space. Dedicated rights-of-way and building setbacks may 
not count toward fulfilling the required amount. 

REQUIREMENTS 
With the municipal code section above in mind, SHM has created a table that 
addresses the total number of amenities missing within the areas that are being 
compensated. The calculation includes landscape, hardscape, and pedestrian 
amenities. This format is typical of mitigation requirements in other municipalities 
within Palm Beach County. Please note that there is no current fee system as 
described above that is codified within the City of Riviera Beach Code of 
Ordinances.   

The sections used for reference in analyzing the costs are as follows:  

Civic Open Space 

Section 31-538(3)(d) – Civic Open Spaces 

Square. A square is at least 10,000 square feet and adjoins streets on at least 
three sides. Squares may be up to 50 percent hardscaped, with formal 
landscaping. Squares accommodate both passive uses and community gatherings. 

Section 31-538(4) (a-c) – Civic Open Spaces 

a. The civic open space shall adjoin a street front property line for no less than 
30 linear feet. 

b. Except for attached greens, civic spaces shall have a proportion so that the 
depth is no more than 2.5 times the frontage width, and the width is no 
more than five times the depth. 

c. Civic open spaces shall be lined by building facades or streets on all sides. 
To provide oversight of the space, buildings facing civic open spaces shall 
contain habitable uses; parking lots, parking garages, and storage areas are 
not considered habitable uses. 

Section 31-538(5) (a-i) – Civic Open Spaces 

a. Civic open spaces must be accessible to the public during all daylight hours. 
b. Civic open spaces must be situated to allow easy ingress and egress by 

pedestrians. Except for playgrounds, which may be fenced, no street walls, 
gates, fences or other impediments to pedestrian accessibility shall be 
permitted along the frontage line. 

c. Civic open spaces must be located at the sidewalk level. 
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d. Civic open spaces must be open to the sky; however, open-air garden 
structures such as gazebos or band shells are permitted within civic open 
spaces. 

e. Landscaping shall be arranged in a manner reflective of description of the 
type of civic open space. One shade tree per 20 feet of perimeter of the 
space is required. Trees may be arranged in regular spacing or in informal 
clusters, depending on the type of open space. Trees shall be installed to 
provide shade along walkways and for benches. Substituting shade trees for 
multiple palm species is not permitted; however, adding palms to the 
landscape design is permitted. 

f. Each civic open space shall provide the following street furniture elements, 
specifications subject to approval by the City of Riviera Beach: 

1. One bench per 350 square feet of area. 
2. One drinking fountain. 
3. One bicycle rack with no less than four spaces. 
4. One trash receptacle. 
5. One pet cleans up station. 

g. Fences are permitted only to enclose playgrounds. Fences may be composed 
of wood or metal pickets and shall not exceed four feet in height. 

h. Vehicular traffic shall not be permitted within a civic open space. 
i. Civic open spaces shall be designed to enhance user safety and security 

using Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CEPTED) principles 
by 

1. Being well lighted. 
2. Having one or more focal points within the open space visible from all 

perimeter streets. 
3. Having a clear landscape zone between three feet and eight feet in 

height providing sightlines unobstructed by berms or bushes. 

CALCULATIONS 
Using the code requirements of the sections listed above, the applicant has 
determined that civic open space is best calculated using the requirements of the 
Civic Open Space “Square”. The “Square” design is limited to 10,000 SF so the final 
calculation included multiplying the base amount by 5 to account for total amount of 
area needed to meet the 48,400 SF required.
